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A favorite worship song writ-
ten by Don Meon starts out 
with the words:  “Give 
thanks, with a grateful 
heart…” 
 
We Believers have so much 
for which we can be grateful. 
Some of us can quickly, 
without much consideration 
run down a list of reasons we 
have to be grateful.  My 
question today is do we give 
thanks with a grateful heart 
or do we just know a list of 
good things God has done for 
us that we prattle out when 
the subject of thankfulness or 
gratitude comes into conver-
sation? 
 
6So then, just as you received 
Christ Jesus as Lord, continue 
to live in him, 7rooted and built 
up in him, strengthened in the 
faith as you were taught, and 
overflowing with thankfulness. 
Colossians 2:6-7 (NIV) 
 
Walking out life with a grate-
ful heart is an issue I have 
had to address in my own 
life.  While considering how 
to change my heart to be 
grateful to God in all circum-
stances, I heard The So-
journer’s words in my mind, 
“Just make a decision.”   
These words reminded me 
that every change starts with 

a decision.   
 
After making this decision,  
Paul’s words here give us 
some actions that can help us 
to live with a grateful heart. 
 
17And whatever you do, 
whether in word or deed, do it 
all in the name of the Lord Je-
sus, giving thanks to God the 
Father through him. Colossians 
3:17 (NIV) 
 
2Devote yourselves to prayer, 
being watchful and thankful. 
Colossians 4:2 (NIV) 
 
The more we focus on being 
thankful, the easier it be-
comes, and the more reasons 
we will find for which to be 
thankful. 
 
28Therefore, since we are re-
ceiving a kingdom that cannot 
be shaken, let us be thankful, 
and so worship God acceptably 
with reverence and awe  He-
brews 12:28 (NIV)

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When God 
blesses mankind 
it is an act of 
grace.[1]  Grace, 
when applied to the Be-
liever, reaches far beyond 
the common grace experi-
enced by all people.  The 
common grace we would 
readily identify as life and 
the environment in which 
all live out their “natural” 
lives.  All and any grace 
is a gift, an unearned gift. 
 
This common grace is 
spoken of in Romans, 
Chapter 1 as  “God’s in-
visible qualities” which 
mankind has been aware 
of since creation.  It is 
man’s pride which pre-
vents thankfulness to God 
or others. 
 
20 For since the creation 
of the world God's invisi-
ble qualities—his eternal 
power and divine na-
ture—have been clearly 
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seen, being un-
derstood from 
what has been 
made, so that 

men are without excuse.  
21 For although they knew 
God, they neither glori-
fied him as God nor gave 
thanks to him, but their 
thinking became futile 
and their foolish hearts 
were darkened.Romans 1:20-22  
 

Envious  People 
There are people who are 
envious of what others 
have and are able to do, 
who, rather than thanking 
God (intercessory thanks) 
for others or their bless-
ing, actually become in-
volved in criticism due to 
their own covetous hearts.   
 
These people are often 
found heaping sarcasm 
and judgment on those 
who have gifts and bless-
ings they themselves do 
not possess.  They will
