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How many times have we 
asked God for something 
and requested that it arrive 
by a certain time?  Our fo-
cus is, at times, on the 
earthly timeline, or hurdle, 
and we forget that God’s 
time is always on time.  Our 
Heavenly Father, who made 
time, knows where we are 
and the consequences 
(hurdles) that we face if a 
deadline passes. 
 
Many testimonies I’ve heard 
tell of how a deadline came 
and went but God did not 
move until much later, then 
SUDDENLY, God moved in 
such a miraculous way that 
the hurdles were soundly 
demolished and everyone 
involved knew it had to be  
God who provided what was 
needed. 
 
The Bible tells us of the 
widow whose children were 
to be taken as slaves to pay a 
debt.2 Kings 4:1-7  The woman’s 
husband died before he was 
able to pay the debt.  
(Hurdle #1) He did not leave 
enough inheritance to pay 
the debt. (Hurdle #2)  Every-
where she looked there was 
inadequate supply.  (Hurdle 
#3)  She spoke to Elijah, did 

what he instructed her to do,   
God moved and through a 
seemingly inadequate oil 
flask supplied her miracle. 
 
Look at Abraham and Sarah.   
Clearly the normal earthly 
timeline for them to have a 
child had come and gone 
LONG before God moved 
and Isaac was miraculously 
conceived and born despite 
logical and humanly possi-
ble timelines.[a] God showed 
his glory and blessing in one 
miraculous event. 
 
He desires to do these mi-
raculous blessings in all of 
our lives.   Like the widow 
in 2 Kings and Abraham we 
need to lay our concerns be-
fore the Lord and in obedi-
ence and trust do exactly 
what he says and trust him 
to take care of the rest, be-
cause God’s time is always 
on time.

Revelation 
The Bible is not so much a 
book of do’s and don’ts but a 
book of do, do, do!  The 
whole of the Bible is a book 
of God revealing himself to 
mankind.  The Bible is a book 
of revelation.  It is important 
to remember that revelation 
without harmony with Scrip-
ture may well be revelation 
from the adversary. It is nec-
essary to maintain a more than 
working knowledge of scrip-
ture and not simply revelation 
without Scripture. 
 
There are many things in 
Scripture which defy reason 
and can only be understood by 
revelation.  The Bible, itself, 
tells us what it contains within 
it is foolishness to the un-
believer! 
 
How can the, “The same spirit 
that raised Christ from the 
dead dwell in you!”Rom. 8:11   

Well, can you feel your spirit?  
No!  Well how do you know it 
is there?  Because the Word 
of God says it is there and 
Holy Spirit as well.  Faith is 
the key, not feelings, with 
both “logos” and “rhema” 
revelation.
