What do successful race 
horses and athletes, and cer-
tain insects have in com-
mon?  Consistent persis-
tence.  Consider the follow-
ing verses: 
 
24 "Four things on earth are 
small,  
yet they are extremely wise:  
25 Ants are creatures of little 
strength,  
yet they store up their food in 
the summer;  
26 coneys are creatures of little 
power,  
yet they make their home in the 
crags;  
27 locusts have no king,  
yet they advance together in 
ranks;  
28 a lizard can be caught with 
the hand,  
yet it is found in kings' palaces. 
Proverb 30:24-28 (NIV) 
(emphasis added) 
 
Watching ants, we can see 
that they cannot move very 
far with each step and they 
cannot, individually, carry 
what we would consider a 
great deal of weight or mate-
rial, but they certainly do get 
a great deal of work done.  
Honey bees are the same 
way.  Each individual bee 
cannot move a great deal of 
pollen at one time, but a 
whole hive of bees working 

together can very produc-
tively provide for the larvae 
and make us honey as well. 
 
Successful race horses and 
athletes, likewise, do not 
become champions after a 
few days of practice, but 
only after steady long-term 
practice and sheer deter-
mined effort.  
 
Our Heavenly Father has put 
things in each of our hearts 
to do, and given us every-
thing we need to accomplish 
those desires or goals.  Let 
us remember the ants, lo-
custs, bees, race horses and 
athletes, and walk out the 
lives God has given us with 
consistent persistence.  The 
desires of our hearts may not 
come to pass quickly, but 
our consistent, concerted, 
and active obedience to what 
God tells us to do will bring 
glory to God, and success.

“There is one glory of 
the sun, and another 
glory of the moon, and 
another glory of the 

stars: for one star differeth 
from another star in glory.”    
1 Corinthian 15:41 This quote from 
Scripture penned by the Apos-
tle Paul demonstrates the or-
der of things God set in mo-
tion at the creation.  We know 
in the Body of Christ there are 
vessels of varying purpose.  
Some more carnal-minded 
folk may see this as one being 
better than another—not so.  
God looks at our hearts and in 
doing so proves us in our mo-
tives and our actions as to the 
glory given to each.  How sad 
to be a person given a large 
place in The kingdom but to 
only fulfill 30% of our assign-
ment while a person given 
what would be thought to be a 
small place to complete 100% 
of their assignment!  Their’s 
would actually be the greater 
victory in their place then the 
other who did little to fulfill 
their assignment.
