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Our Heavenly Father, 
over and over in the Old 
Testament tells the peo-
ple of Israel to relay tes-
timonies and laws to 
their “children and their 
children’s children.”  
God knew that by doing 
this His glory and his ways 
would be part of the culture. 
 
Look at Nehemiah.  He is 
living in exile working in the 
reigning (non-Jewish) king’s 
court.  He receives disturbing 
news about the wall of Jerusa-
lem:  
Hanani, one of my brothers, 
came from Judah with some 
other men, and I questioned 
them about the Jewish rem-
nant that survived the exile, 
and also about Jerusalem.  
They said to me, "Those who 
survived the exile and are 
back in the province are in 
great trouble and disgrace. 
The wall of Jerusalem is bro-
ken down, and its gates have 
been burned with fire." When 
I heard these things, I sat 
down and wept. For some 
days I mourned and fasted 
and prayed before the God of 
heaven. Nehemiah 1:2-4 (NIV) 
Nehemiah, despite his loca-
tion, was a devout servant of 
the Most High God.  He knew 
God’s laws and his ways, and 
he also knew how close Jeru-

salem is to the heart of God.  
Nehemiah grieved (v 4) over 
Jerusalem.   
 
Someone in our American 
society today, may say to 
Nehemiah, “Who cares 
about those city walls—you 

live here and have a good po-
sition working for the king 
here, the home place is of no 
concern to you.”  But Nehe-
miah knew the visions and 
heart’s desires of his fathers 
and his father’s fathers and 
from the God of his fathers.  
During Nehemiah’s mourning 
over the sad news and seeking 
God’s face, God gave him the 
heart and vision  to rebuild 
the walls and gates of Jerusa-
lem.  Nehemiah loved the 
God of his fathers and God 
gave him the vision and the 
means to fulfill that vision.  
Go do the same.
