“Stay In The Basket”

Hot air balloons fascinate
me. They seem like they are
slow going, but at times, es-
pecially when they catch a
good breeze, they can really
move. They also have a cer-
tain beauty as they float over
the landscape.

Because of balloons' flying
capabilities, the people inside
the balloon’s basket can ob-
serve many things but not be
affected by them directly. As
long as a balloon keeps above
trees and mountain tops
(recommended procedure
anyway) the passengers can
observe disasters such as
earthquakes or floods, but not
be harmed by either. This
reminds me of the promises in
Psalm 91:

5 You will not fear the terror
of night, nor the arrow that
flies by day, 6 nor the pesti-
lence that stalks in the dark-
ness, nor the plague that de-
stroys at midday. 7 A thou-
sand may fall at your side, ten
thousand at your right hand,
but it will not come near you.
8 You will only observe with
your eyes and see the punish-
ment of the wicked.
